Your report must be between 2-4 pages, size 12 times new roman font, double spaced. It must be typed, computer printed, and stapled with a title page. Include the following information (and nothing else) on your title page:

After you and your parents have decided who your report will be about and have it approved by Miss Chase, you must arrange to interview the person. The interview must be face-to-face and not over the telephone except in special circumstances to be determined by Miss Chase via email: bchase@dcslv.org. We will preview possible interview questions together in class. Choose 10-20 questions that will make for an interesting report. 
Arrive for your interview early. Look neat and have your questions ready. Remember, the person you will be interviewing is probably very busy, and your time with the person will be limited. Questions and notes taken from the interview must be turned in with your final report.
After the interview is completed, don’t forget to have a photo taken of you and your Prominent Nevadan together. If he/she does not wish to have a photo taken, get a signed 

business card to put in your report. 

You are to write your Prominent Nevadan a thank-you note for helping you with your report. This is to be placed in an addressed and stamped envelope (unsealed) and turned in with your report. After I have verified that you wrote the thank-you, I will mail the card for you. The thank you card is part of the assignment.

You will hand in all parts of your report no later than December 13, 2016 and will be asked to summarize it orally to the class. Your report will be worth 100 points total and will be credited to your 2nd quarter report card grade.
